Research Background

This work is in response to the Pride of the Dingo. 
· Field – Indigenous Studies

· Context – Indigenous political and social history

· Research Question – How can the pride of the dingo be embodied within a mixed media artwork?
Research Contribution
This work focuses on the pride of the dingo.  The artwork is a small square stretched canvas that was layered and textural using ochre and acrylic paint giving the feel of landscape and Country. In the centre of the artwork sits a sculptural shape in the form of a dingo/dog that is covered with collected red cattle dog hair that was bound with red, black and yellow cotton symbolising the colours of the Aboriginal flag.  This exhibition was part of the ARTiculate Queensland Regional Arts and Cultural Conference.
Research Significance

In creating this work the artist was mindful of the theme of the exhibition: the pride of the dingo. The significance of the artwork in relation to research is the portrayal of how the dingo has for over 6 000 years had a continued relationship to Country and Aboriginal people.  Landscape and the dingo are significant dominators in this artwork – the work is purely representation of only the dingo and its connection to Australian landscape.  The artist chose the title Dingo is not a dirty word to emphasise the positive contribution of the dingo and the important role it has played both to this Country and to Aboriginal culture. 

This exhibition was part of the ARTiculate Queensland Regional Arts and Cultural Conference. The exhibition opening was attended by some 150 people.
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
